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Growing Project-Blessing of the Seed 

 
With corn and wheat fields in the background and un-
der a clear summer sky,  members of the Grossnickle 
Church of the Brethren gathered Sunday with their 
partners from the Hagerstown, Harmony and Welty 
Churches to pray for a bountiful crop for this year’s 
Growing Project.  In its second year, this project is 
sponsored by the Foods Resource Bank, an organiza-
tion whose mission is to help alleviate hunger in de-
veloping countries by implementing food sustainabil-
ity programs.  There are currently almost 200 Grow-
ing Projects throughout the United States, and these 
projects raised over $2 million last year, supporting 
over 50 programs in 40 countries. 
 
 Last year, the local project in Wolfsville raised 
$18,250 for a program in Kenya Bamba.  This money 
was matched 100% through a grant from USAID, a 
government agency that provides assistance to the de-
veloping world.  The project starts with the donation 
of cropland, and supporters “purchase” the costs to 
farm each acre of land.  In all there were 55 acres in 
2006 and the money was raised from the sale of the 
crops.  Again this year, 55 acres of corn, hay and 
wheat will be produced and the proceeds from the 
crops will be donated to the Foods Resource Bank.  
This year the project will support a program in Zam-
bia Eastern, a very poor country in southern Africa, 
which has been devastated by the HIV/AIDS epi-
demic.  The goals of this project are to help rural 
farmers learn more efficient methods of conservation 
farming and crop rotation, to monitor the growth and 
health of 8300 children and to support local communi-
ties in dealing with the effects of HIV/AIDS, as well  
    



300th Anniversary  
  Guess Who’s Having A Birthday? 

 
 In anticipation of the upcoming 300th anniversary of the Brethren, the Standing Com-
mittee of Annual Conference appointed a committee in 2000, to aid the denomination in prepa-
ration for this event. Lerry Fogle, Annual Conference Director, and his predecessor Duane 
Steiner have provided valuable help as ex-officio members of the committee.  

Early on, the committee sought input from a variety of agencies, organizations, congre-
gations, districts, and leaders to get a representative idea of what the church desired for the 
celebration.  
 The committee’s endeavors include projects that are many and varied. Some of the re-
sulting work has been directly produced by the committee. Because of the magnitude of the 
task, the committee has also gone to others for the implementation of other projects. The com-
mittee is also serving as a clearinghouse for information pertaining to what districts, organiza-
tions, and agencies are doing.

Did You Know? – Events and Milestones from this Time of Year 
 On May 21, 1778 Christopher Sauer II was declared a traitor by the Pennsylvania Assembly. Alexander Mack 
Jr. and Christopher Sauer II were ordained to the eldership at Germantown on June 10 of 1753.  Peter Nead (19th cen-
tury Brethren theologian) was baptized on June 14, 1824.  John Kline (frequent Annual Meeting moderator and travel-
ing preacher) was murdered near Broadway, Virginia on June 15, 1864.    

On June 2, 1868, Annual Meeting decided that Standing Committee would start being made up of representa-
tive elders elected by each district. To this day Standing Committee continues its role in framing and processing busi-
ness for the delegates at Annual Meeting.  June 5, 1876: Permission was granted for a stenographic “Full Report” of 
the business discussions at Annual Meeting to be recorded with the stipulation that it not be published. It was pub-
lished anyway.  In June of 1880, Annual Meeting adopted the practice of majority rule, leaving behind the method of 
consensus decision-making. 
Since this is often the time of year for Annual Meeting, many decisions could be noted:  
-The decision to allow local congregations to use unfermented grape juice at communion if they   
  so desired (1875). It would become the prescribed practice in June of 1892.   
-The name “Church of the Brethren” was adopted (1908).  
-The sisters were permitted to break bread on their own at communion (1910).  
-The last major dress decision that recommended plain garb, but declined to make it a  
  requirement for membership (1911).  
-A paper was passed on the ministry, formally approving of the practice of a salaried ministry and  
  making some recommendations for formal training (1917).  
-The current practice of electing conference moderators a year in advance was adopted (1924). – 
-The denomination took ownership of Bethany Bible School (1925).  
-Membership in the Federal Council of Churches, forerunner of the NCC, was approved (1941).

Given shape by the rich image of a quilt, Piecing Together the Brethren Way is designed to help children ex-
plore the marks and practices of our faith that make us distinctively Brethren.  While rooted in history and theology, the 
goal is to help children internalize these marks and practices so that they give shape to the faith of these children—as 
individuals and as members of a church that is moving into the future with purpose. 

Designed with flexibility in mind, the fourteen sessions can be used in Sunday school for a quarter, they can be 
used in an after school or mid-week program, they can provide a foundation for monthly intergenerational events, they 
can be used for a day camp program in the summer, or congregations can pick and choose selected sessions for use in 
Vacation Bible School.

Sr. High Beach Retreat at Cape Henlopen State Park in Lewes, Delaware 

September 21-23, 2007 
 
 

Who? - Senior high youth, classes 2007 (this year’s grads) thru 2011 (incoming freshmen) and their 
advisors - ratio recommended per church is 1 "mature" adviser/chaperone per 6 youth (negotiable). 
 
Cost - $40 by July 9; $50 by August 6; $55 by September 1. You arrange your own transportation 
(preferably as a church group). Our money will not be refunded in the event that a hurricane closes down 
the park (their rules). Our plan, barring a hurricane, is to go ahead with the retreat, rain or shine. 
 
Accommodations - barracks style housing, with 15 beds per room. Each person should bring their own 
linens or sleeping bag, as well as beach “things” (modesty, please). The facility is within walking distance of 
the beach on the ocean side, and the pier on the Bay side. There are many hiking and biking trails within the 
park. A kitchen is provided, but no cook, so we will prepare the menu and be our own cooks. 
 
Arrival - Friday evening or Saturday morning - the price would remain the same. You would need to tell us in 
advance when to expect you. Check-out time from the housing area is 11 am on Sunday, but departure time 
from the park itself may be later. Schedule has not yet been determined. By the way, parking in the youth 
camp area itself is limited and we are limited to 3 parking passes per 15 people. Advisors, please indicate 
on the top of your registration form how many vehicle passes you will need for your group… carpool as 
much as possible to ensure we have enough passes (if you do not have a pass, you’ll need to pay the 
park entrance fee at the gate when you come in).
