$46,250...Unless we can depend on the congregatimhidividuals in our two districts, the Meat Gany
Project will no longer be able to continue.”

The Jacksons, who have had a relationship witllllian Choe of the Frederick Church for more
than three years, asked that he intervene to fiegheople to finish the job. Dr. Choe immediatedyne to
the Disaster Response ministry for help. We wegeet comply.

By the time God was through, He had assembledwa rrade up of 3 members of the Beaver Cregk
Church and 5 members of the Frederick Church. Cmgrthe group were not one but two professional
masons, 5 experienced disaster response veterdrisrankie. The result was a work crew who came to-
gether in brotherhood, equipped with God’s protetand grace.

By the time the week was over, we had, with thechidnseasonably fair weather and scarcity of
mosquitoes, formed columns and laid 1500 bloclkotomete the exterior walls of the Puente Blanco
School. More than that, we lived, worshipped andked together, ministering to the people of théage
in ways that allowed us to reflect the mercy ancelof our Lord.

We, in turn, were enriched and nourished by thearaderie and affection of the men, women and

children of the village. Each of us has come away
from this experience with memories of a lifetime
and an eagerness to go back to work again along-
side our new friends.

When my children were just learning to talk, it was often difficult to figure out what they were saying. Many of
their mistakes were cute, but I still didn’t get what they were talking about. Over time, they learned to speak
more clearly, and | also learned better how to listen to them.

As they get older, | am still learning how to listen. Although they now speak clearly, sometimes | miss what
they are trying to say. | want them to know that they can come to me with their concerns, their worries, and
their joys, and to do that | need to hear them when they speak.

I have found a book by Mazlish and Faber, How to Talk so Kids Will Listen and Listen so Kids Will Talk, quite
helpful. Here are some of their key points (with two of my own recommendations in italics):

Listen attentively; let them know - Do not deny their feelings.

that you are listening, maintain - Use open questions.

eye contact. - Schedule time to connect with your children indiailtly.
Reflect their feelings back to - Schedule special family times.

them: you don’t have to agree, but
let them know you understand
what they are feeling.

In our family, we have started having regular “Family Nights,” when we watch a movie or share some other
activity. We also have outings with one parent taking one child for a special one-on-one time. Both children
seem to enjoy this, and it opens up opportunities for some wide-ranging conversations.
