To My Many Chicken-Project Friends,

Although | have never met most of you | want you to know how much we at the HWRMW food pantry appreci-
ate all you do for us. | have been with the Christian Fellowship that supports the food pantry for eight years.
When | started | thought | would do this for a few months, until someone more capable then | would take
over. By trial and error (mostly error) | learned a little bit about feeding the hungry.

The first thing | learned is that the Church of the Brethren is a true friend indeed. Each year you have helped
feed our clients. When floods, earthquakes, wars and famine racked the world, 1, like a lot of viewers,
watched truck after truck unload emergency food. Right in the foreground of all those pictures were cases of
chicken. "Well, there goes this year's chicken supply,” | said to myself. But guess what? When the time
came, there was the truck from New Windsor with our devoted volunteers, unloading our forty-five cases of
chicken. God is so good.

The tale doesn't end there. Eight years ago we had one hundred clients on our books. Now we have three
hundred and fifty. We bag groceries for about 300 clients each month. This meant changes in the way we
share our donations. We stopped giving cans of chicken to single persons so we would have enough for fami-
lies. This was not a popular decision, trust me. Once our packer put spaghetti instead of canned chicken in
the bags two months in a row. Thank heavens they don't stone wrongdoers anymore. We would all be black
and blue.

I know you all work hard keeping us supplied and we want you to know we work hard to see that it gets
where it is needed most. That is not always easy. | have had grown men whisper to me, "l am so hungry."
The seniors are the hardest to deal with at times. They are not used to asking for help. Some quietly cry. We
have young working couples who cannot afford food after they pay rent. They don't always pay the electric
bill because they are the working poor. We live in an area where for some a good paying job is minimum
wage and no benefits. To compound their problem, utility costs have gone sky high and their minimum wage
prohibits outside benefits. So we do what we can and your canned chicken means a lot and is most appreci-
ated. When clients pick up their bags they share chicken recipes. Did you know the canned chicken makes
a good chili? Our clients do everything from soup to casseroles, from salads to breaded chicken patties.

When we have a new client, whoever brings them in, checks their bag just to be sure we didn't forget the
chicken. One long-time client who is single will shout with a loud voice, "Where is my chicken from Church of
the Brethren?" She is a single person and each time we explain to her we only put chicken in family bags,
she glares until | say, “OK, just this once I'll make an exception.”

Please remember that whatever part you play in the chicken-canning project someone out there is saying
"Thank you God for the ones who gave me that chicken." | get to see and hear the joy and | want you to
know you are all appreciated more then you will ever know. God bless you as you bless us.
