Donnie Grossnickle said he had never hg
so many people pray for his crop before.
That's what happened on Sunday June 1
the Wolfsville Rd. farm where Grossnickls
rents land for crop production. Members
the Grossnickle Church of the Brethren,
Myersville, along with their partners at
Hagerstown and Welty Churches of the
Brethren, gathered to pray for a bountiful
crop, the proceeds of which will benefit
their Growing Project through the Foods
Resource Bank.

The Foods Resource Bank (FRB) is a Ch

sion of “providing food security in the de-

veloping world through sustainable small
scale agricultural production, thereby allowing gynpeople to know the dignity and pride of feedihgmselves.”
Revenues to support these programs are generategjthcommunity “Growing Projects” involving landoers, farm-
ers, businesses and churches.

The Grossnickle Growing Project has been suppdryetbnation of the use of 55 acres of croplandiadiidual
sponsorships of acres of the land, to subsidizedseof production: seeds, fertilizer, spraying, planting and har-
vesting. Business sponsorships are Gladhill Tradtat in Jefferson and the John Deere Foundatind, Steve
Burdette, illustrator. A start-up grant was alsovided by the Church of the Brethren’s Global F@isis Fund. All
proceeds from the sale of the crops will be dontigle Foods Resource Bank and designated foeafigpprogram.
These funds will be matched 100% by USAID, the goreent agency responsible for providing assistamtlee devel;
oping world.

The Growing Project committee has designated aranogn the Bamba region of Southeast Kenya to vedéieir
funds. This is an extremely poor area, just 3@srinland from the Indian Ocean, where drought@mns exist for
ten months of the year. Wells cannot be dug bectugswater is too salty; women walk 6 miles totiea pail of water
for household use. The goal of this program isttastruct large ponds for irrigation and househsié, to teach the
people how to grow drought-resistant crops, sall @ater conservation techniques, and improved sreédnimals an
animal husbandry practices. According to the ensiiordinator of the program, “our overall visigrta raise a genera
tion of children who will know what it is like todve enough food to eat, whose thinking capacitptshampered by
lack of nutritious food, who will be stewards oéttand God has given them, and who will give Gagldlory for their
lives of abundance.”

Sunday'’s gathering began with a Blessing of thelSeevice, which included prayers for a bountifaihfest, and fo-
cused on the theme of growing a crop, as well asewess of hunger issues in the world. This wiésaded by a
strawberry social, and a hayride tour of the fastnere individual donors had the opportunity to “irbeir acre”.

The Growing Project will conclude at the end of sleason with a Harvest Festival in celebratiorhefdrop. Until
then, the three churches will be educating theimb®rs about the country of Kenya and the specéads there.

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Knowing where to begin to express the appreciation for the cans of meat you send the HWRMW food pan-
try causes a dilemma. There are so many aspects to our appreciation.

From a practical standpoint the meat is a great source of precooked protein for our clients. We focus on a
balanced diet for our clients and, while we don't like to feel like a mother hen, we see to it that they get a well
balanced, nutritional bag of food, sometimes whether they like it or not. It's a lot better if they like it and they
especially do like the cans of chicken.

About a year ago we realized we had to stretch our food so we could feed everyone who comes to us. The
number of families we served doubled but our donations stayed the same. We managed to supplement the
bread, cereal and vegetables through other donors but only the Church of the Brethren gives us meat. In a
moment of inspiration and desperation we decided only family (as opposed to single-persons) bags would get
a can of chicken. Most of our single clients understood and agreed with us. However one elderly lady with a
hearing problem certainly did not understand what was happening. One crowded morning, in a voice that
could be heard down at the inner harbor, she asked, "Where's my chicken from the Church of the Brethren?"
Explanations did not satisfy her. Needless to say she received her chicken.

We have little control over what people will eat and we worry when we have few things to give them. We
feed a lot of children and seniors. They need to have easy-to-digest food with protein. This year because of
storms and natural disasters we have fewer grants, less government food and fewer local donations. Without
your gift of meat we would have a difficult time feeding our hungry. The canned meat not only provides a
meal but also an opportunity to teach good nutrition and to share recipes (how to make chicken soup and
chicken pot pie, for example). You just do not know how much good you do with your gift.

Our deepest thanks to all of you. God bless you in your works for those less fortunate.
