This year, we are delighted to be able to introduce many of you to the New Windsor Service Center and Conference Center. Because 
this event will be held at a Conference Center for the first time, there will be some differences from previous years, including our 
housing and meal arrangements. It will be helpful for our planning and communication with the Conference Center if we can receive 
your registration information as soon as possible.   
  
Based on the evaluations from the 2006 event the Steering Committee will incorporate additional time for small group discussion 
and Bible Studies this year. We are also excited that the On Earth Peace Board will be meeting in New Windsor during our gathering 
and they will be joining us for parts of our event.  In addition, members of their Board and staff will be providing some leadership 
during our event.  I give thanks for this opportunity to include another Church of the Brethren agency in our work and mission. 
 
Meals:  All of our meals will be prepared and served by the New Windsor Conference Center staff.  This arrangement will make it 
easier to respond to the variety of dietary needs such as the vegetarians among us. The cost per meal is $7.00 for breakfast; $9.50 for 
lunch and $11.00 for dinner.  All meals are served buffet style, (all you can eat) and include hot and cold beverages and dessert. 
 
Housing:  Options for housing will include lodging on campus and in neighboring homes.  The fees for overnight accommodations 
at the New Windsor Conference Center will range from $43.50 to $65.50 (per person, per night.)  A limited number of private rooms 
will be available on a first come basis. 
 
In addition, there will be an option of staying in the homes of local residents. Your hosts will be asked to provide transportation each 
day from their home to the conference center, as well as to provide you breakfast. 
Airport transportation:   For those who are flying, transportation will be provided to and from the airport before and after the 
event. 
 
Offerings:  In addition to the room and meal costs, there are additional expenses incurred to provide the event which are covered by 
the General Board.  There will be free will offerings collected during the worship services on Thursday, Friday and Saturday eve-
nings to help offset some of these additional expenses.
