Don Rowe Student Endowment Fund

The interest income (Account #xxx) from the Don Rowe Student Endowment Fund (Account #117211 – name changed March 27, 2004, District Leadership Team meeting) will accumulate and be available for distribution as Ministerial Scholarship Grants according to the following guidelines:

The primary purpose for which grants will be made is to assist students-in-training for ministry who are enrolled in one of the following programs:  

· Masters of Divinity from Bethany or other approved and accredited institution

· TRIM

· ACTS

· EFSM

The basic annual grant for Bethany Seminary students will be $800 per year or $400 per semester.  Both depending on availability of funds which is related to number of applications received.  Applications must be received by December 15 for Spring and June 15 for Fall semester.
The basic annual grant for TRIM/ACTS/EFSM  students will be $450 per year or $225 per semester.  Both depending on availability of funds which is related to number of applications received.  Applications must be received by December 15 for Spring and June 15 for Fall semester.

Individual grants for Bethany Seminary students may vary in amount, depending on the number of classes in which a student is enrolled and the amount of funds available for a given year. (Bethany students are not charged tuition for courses taken on campus.)

Grant amounts for other students will vary, depending on the student’s course load, tuition costs, and the amount of funds available for a given year.

Students with exceptional need may be considered for additional assistance by the Calling & Credentialing Ministry Team upon recommendation from the chairperson and/or the District Executive.

Students shall fill out an application on a form provided each fall, requesting a grant and indicating their current academic status and declaring their vocational intention.  Additional personal information may be provided by those requesting consideration for an exceptional need.  Exceptional need could include family situation, employment status, etc.  

Grants will be distributed during January.

Any exceptions to the foregoing shall be approved by the Calling & Credentialing Ministry Team.

This policy statement shall take effect upon approval by the Calling & Credentialing Ministry Team, and shall supersede any previous policies.  It shall be reviewed by said team every three years.
